
MARKING PROGRAMPRIVATE 


Clearly marked runways, taxiways and aprons enhance the safety and overall appearance of an airport.  In an effort to assist airport sponsors in maintaining adequate markings, the Nebraska Department of Aeronautics (NDA) has established a marking program.  The intent of this program is to provide marking at a lower cost and to share those costs between the department and the airport sponsor.  Due to their size and additional funding capabilities, primary airports are not eligible for this program.

Provisions

NDA will provide all labor, materials and equipment to mark an airport in accordance with FAA standards.  NDA will buy the materials in bulk to lower costs and NDA owns the necessary equipment.


The airport sponsor will reimburse NDA at the following rates per square foot:


Over Existing Paint      $0.05 / sf


On New Surface           $0.07 / sf


The rates are approximately 50% of NDA's actual costs.  The higher rate for new surfaces covers the additional layout costs.  The sponsor must sweep the surfaces and enter into an agreement before NDA will start work.

Coordination with Crack & Joint Filling

If an airport requires both joint and crack filling, and marking, the sponsor should try to use both programs at the same time.  This will reduce NDA's costs and keep the rates lower.  NDA will coordinate the marking program with the crack and joint filling program to reduce travel time and transportation costs.
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
