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I.
Program Intent.  The sealcoat fund is a part of the Pavement Preservation Program.  This program is intended to preserve, restore and protect existing airport pavements.  

II.
Overview.   The sealcoat fund is available for a surface treatment on public-use airport pavements.  This may be a seal coat, slurry seal, micro-surfacing, rejuvenator or other similar products. The NDA is the project engineer and the work is done by a private contractor.  The NDA pays 75% of the costs.

III.  Who is eligible?  Any municipality that operates a non-primary public-use airport or persons owning privately-owned public-use airports.  A municipality can be an airport authority, city, county or village. A privately-owned public-use airports must have at least one paved runway, retail sale of aviation fuel and facilities for sheltering, servicing or repair of aircraft.  A non-primary airport has less than 10,000 passengers per year.

IV.
Other conditions that must be met.
A.
The airport must be included in NDA's State Airport System Plan.

B.
The airport must meet the department's licensing standards, Title 17, Chapter 1 of the Nebraska Administrative Code.
C.
If the airport doesn't meet the department's minimum standards for runway length and width, then the maximum state grant will be $10,000.

V.
How the Program Works.
The NDA will contact airports best suited for a surface treatment, based on their pavement condition survey results.  Other airports may apply by sending a letter to the NDA Engineering Division.  Applications are due by December 1 each year.

The primary runway, taxiway and apron will be given priority, if funds are not sufficient for all applicants.  Also the pavement condition will be used to prioritize projects.  The State Airport Engineer will present the projects to the Aeronautics Commission for approval.

The Department of Aeronautics Engineering Division will act as the project engineer, including:
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preliminary airport surveys, 

•.
plans and specifications, 

•.
bid advertisement and opening,

•.
construction observation or contracting for the observation,

•.
testing or contracting for testing,

•.
change orders, and

•.
progress estimates.

Several airports are generally bid at the same time, to make the projects more economical.  

VI.
Airport's Responsibilities.
Before the surface treatment, the airport may be required to seal cracks, and can use the department's crack and joint sealing program.  After the surface treatment, the airport must arrange for marking under the department's marking program or with a private contractor.  The airport is responsible for all of these costs.
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
